[] 2. Children 7-24 months of age


A. Formula, milk, or breast milk up to 6 hours before surgery.



B. The child may have 8 ounces (one cup) of clear liquids

 

     up to 4 hours before scheduled surgery time.


[] 3. Children 2-12 years of age


A. No solids 8 hours before surgery.



B. The child may have 8 ounces (one cup) of clear liquids
